Do you think about that – Safety – each time you get on your bike… 

or even behind the wheel of your 4-wheel vehicle?  GWRRA‟s motto – ñFriends 

for Fun, Safety and Knowledgeò – contains that word, but embodied in that word 

is so very much more.  For example, if and when you talk to someone about coming to 

one of our events be it a chapter meeting, a ride or whatever, do you emphasize the 

safety aspects of what we do and how we do it?  I donôté but I should.  Most of the 

time, we‟re just intent on telling them about the „free breakfast‟ or the great people 

they‟ll meet or the ride we‟re going to go on.  But I believe we should also tell them – 

and emphasize the point – that we promote safety; i.e. safe riding, riding as a team, 

practicing what we preach through Parking Lot Practices and the many training seminars 

available.  And, I believe we should invite people not only as “another notch on our 

belt” for someone we got to our meeting, but with a ñcaring attitudeò that our Safety 

Program can help them be more safe when riding.  In other words, we have 

something important to give them!  I believe we truly can help them be better riders and 

be safer on the highway.  Of course, we do not want anyone to think, or give them the 

impression, that we think they‟re not already safe riders; that‟ll turn them off in a 

heartbeat.  But we need to tell them that our training programs will “enhance” their 

skills even more.  
This subject, SAFETY, and our “mission” if you will of informing people about 

GWRRA and our training/safety programs is heavy on my heart today.  Why?  Because 

I feel I should have tried harder to get Ron Baldridge to come to join us.  So, who‟s 

Ron Baldridge?  I met Ron Baldridge and his wife, Karen, at church (Grace Chapel in 

Lancaster).  Ron had purchased a brand new 2008 Gold Wing and, of course, it caught 

my eye in the church parking lot.  We talked off and on at church many times over the 

last couple of years and developed a friendship.  I gave him a card and encouraged him 
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 to come “see what we‟re all about.”  But Ron was always busy, worked down toward LA somewhere riding his bike to and 

from work each day and, even though he listened to my invitations, never did seem all that interested.  I again renewed my 

invite to him a couple of weeks ago and told him that I‟d get in touch with him again to let him know when our meetings 

were going to happen.  This time, he actually seemed interested… but I never contacted him again; I forgot.  On July 1, 

while riding his Wing on the start of an 11-day vacation, a car attempted to pass him and two other rides on Highway 18 out 

toward Victorville, a two-lane road.  The passing car miscalculated causing an on-coming car to swerve and lose control 

while trying to avoid a collision… and hit Ron‟s bike.  Ron was killed.  Karen is the in hospital recovering from severe 

injuries.  (Read here) 

Could their involvement in GWRRA, or any of our safety programs or riding practices, have given Ron the skill ï or 

enhanced his existing skills enough ï to save his life?  Weôll never know, will we? 

Ron was an experienced rider.  As I said, he rode to and from work every day traveling on the freeway.  His 2008 Wing 

wasn‟t his first, so he‟d been riding for years.  Had complacency set in?  Was his attention focused?  Was he paying 

attention to his surroundings?  Have you ever had a vehicle all of a sudden pass you and you didn‟t know it was there?  I 

have!  Scared the crap out of me!!  Why?  Because I wasnôt paying attention!  Is that what happened with Ron?  Again, 

we‟ll never know.  But I believe that our continued and on-going emphasis on safety helps to keep these things on our minds 

and keeps us safer. 

 (About my Momé continued from Julyôs Newsletter) 

From that little gray house in Mountain View, we moved into the very first housing development in Alaska called Nunaka 

Valley.  I still remember the address… 1705 Twining.  We lived there for several years during which time my father left us 

for „greener‟ pastures.  Mom always worked – always.  After all, she had three kids to raise.  She worked as a clerk for a 

grocery store called Piggly Wiggly, cafeteria manager at a junior high school and, after losing her right arm in a car 

accident, for the Bureau of Land Management as a Purchasing Agent. 

Along about the time I was in the 7
th
 or 8

th
 grade, Mom had another child, my little brother Kevin.  She‟d married an older 

gentleman, Ralph, a few years earlier.  She‟d also applied for, and won, the chance to prove-up on a 160-acre homestead 50 

miles from Anchorage in a little town called Wasilla, so we moved into a trailer and lean-to on the homestead and lived 

there for the next three years. 

We lived a little over a mile off the highway on a road that, when snow would melt in the spring, was impassable without a 

4-wheel drive going through mud up to the axles.  No, the state did not maintain it – we did.  This often meant, when Mom 

went to, and came home from, work, she had to walk that distance from the car parked down by the highway.  Now 

remember – this is Alaska.  During the school year, lots of snow and cold and that road was dark with lots of „boogy men‟ 

around every tree or bush.  We often encountered moose on the road… just stand still and let them leave.  I never walked 

that road on the way to school without being scared to death, but Mom did it often.  She would leave for work at 3AM 

walking to the car to drive to Anchorage 50+ miles away over a twisty windy two-lane highway – no four-lanes like today.  

She‟d come home so tired, she‟d often fall asleep at the dinner table eating a meal that I cooked.  I‟d just pick her up and 

carry her to bed.  I remember, to help feed us always-hungry kids, she‟d bring home left-over food from the school and we 

kids would meet her and help walk it home.  I remember specifically these large flat cooking sheets full of cherry cobbler… 

yum! 

In 1969, while I was in Thailand, Mom was in a car wreck.  She was fussing with her dogs in the right-hand seat when she 

lost control of her 64 Chevy Impala, ran off the road into a ditch, hit a culvert which catapulted her through the windshield 

and into the yard of two nurses who were just getting ready to leave for work.  God was watching out for Mom that day.  

Her right arm was pulled off during the crash and, if not for landing in that yard at that specific time, she would have bled to 

death.  I got home in two days from Thailand to find her in the hospital a little groggy, but smiling and holding me tight 

with her remaining arm.  She and the doctor explained there was too much damage to her arm, so it couldn‟t be reattached.  

But that never slowed her down.  She recovered, learned to write with her left hand and took a job with the Bureau of Land 

Management that lasted over 20 years. 

We kids, one at a time, moved out of Alaska always encouraging Mom to come along, but she wouldn‟t budge.  ñIôve been 

here since 1947 and this tough old broad ainôt leavin!ò  That‟s what she always called herself… a “tough old broad.”  She 

lived out her retirement years at the Chugach Senior Center in her own little one-bedroom apartment.  She was one to speak 

her mind, very bluntly sometimes, and didn‟t like to socialize with all them “gossipers” that lived in the center, so a lot of 

the time she was alone.  I remember when I finally convinced her to give up her „word processor‟ for a computer she 

discovered email and how to stay in touch with “her chicks.”  She‟d spend hours writing these long emails typing away with

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her left hand.  And I don‟t know how many times, like I said before, that I‟d get an email with HELP in the subject line, call 

her up and help her figure out a computer problem.  It brought us close over the last years and I never regretted a minute of 

it.   

Mom really was a “tough old broad,” but with a heart of gold when it came to her „chicks.‟  She didn‟t play favorites and 

always had a hug and kiss when we needed it or a swat on the butt when we needed that (we all got lots of those!).  She was 

a pain in the butt to many people because she was so plain spoken; she knew what she wanted and was stubborn enough to 

never give in, but she loved her children with a passion and would fight like a mother bear for any one of us.  I miss her.

“What if” game when riding or 

thinking about riding.  I know there 

are situations where there is 

nothing one can do and there is no 

way out. However, if the person 

reacts correctly, the majority of 

accidents could have a lower 

incident of injury. 

When I was on the cross country 

trip two years ago, I made sure that 

when I passed trucks, I did so 

quickly. I knew I was in their blind 

side when passing in the fast lane.  

I have always tried to stay out of 

blind spots and yield to the crazy 

driver who is trying to pass you and 

cut in front of you. The simple laws 

of physics apply in these instances. 

You will lose when colliding with a 

vehicle with greater mass.  Put your

Chapter Membership 

Enhancement Coordinators  
 

 

 
ego on the shelf with your pride 

and live to ride another day. 

Another advantage of many 

Goldwings is that we have CB 

radios. You are able to give your 

fellow riders the heads up on 

aggressive drivers. I remember 

on one occasion when Gary was 

leading our ride to Victorville, a 

car came up and totally 

surprised him. I was yelling into 

my CB to no avail. He did not 

have a CB.  I will not hesitate to 

let my fellow riders know when 

they are making me feeling 

unsafe.  In my case, my darling 

wife will become extremely 

assertive when cars cut in on 

me. You go get them girl! I hate 

to say it but most car drivers are 

on the phone, putting on 

makeup or pulling their heads 

out of their backsides and 

cannot be trusted.  

We, as riders, are totally 

responsible for our own safety. 

When was the last time you had a 

car slow to let you in a lane. Did 

you believe that they were really 

going to let you in that lane? If you 

believe this, you have not driven on 

our lovely Southern California 

freeways. I am not here to be a 

pessimist in my article, but do 

believe when we only have 925 

pounds under us and most cars 

weigh four thousand pounds or 

more, we need to be more careful.  

Well, here is to a safe rest of the 

summer and to new adventures. 

 

Fossout: 
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Many of us have been driving for 

several years, many for more. 

Experience can produce skills 

needed to drive safely. We all use 

the road, either on two wheels or 

four, we all share the road. 

We know other drivers care. What 

moves or signals can we do to 

recognize them and to show them 

our intentions?  Remember to see 

driveways as ways to get at us by 

vehicles. Driveways are used to 

enter and exit traffic. If possible, 

try to stay out of the lane closest to 

the sidewalk. The same would 

apply to freeway driving. Try to 

avoid the far right lane which is an 

on ramp to oncoming traffic. When 

stopped at a signal control 

intersections always have your 

transmission in 1st gear, in case 

you need to move out quickly.  

Don't split lanes to be in front of 

other drivers. When the light turns 

green and traffic moves out, cross 

traffic sees vehicles--why be the 

first when someone may run the 

red light, and you have become 

their target.  

Because we do share the road, let's 

show courtesy and don't follow too 

close. Try to be in others line of 

sight. Learn what a blind spot is. 

Motorcycles are to be seen and 

heard. If you have to, use your horn 

if you have any doubt other drivers 

do not see you! 

Below are a few little tidbits I read 

from an article by Doc Boyd: 

1.  Pretend you are invisible to 

other drivers. 

2.  Don't linger in anyone's blind 

spot. 

3.  You NEVER have the right of 

way on a motorcycle. 

4.  Never pass up an opportunity to 

get gas. 

This is unforgiving sport, if we 

make a mistake, we can pay for it 

dearly.  We all need to be lifetime 

students and minimize our risks. 

This is important as we all are 

getting older.

Sometimes the simplest thing can 

be a hazard.  Gasoline is so much a 

part of our everyday living that we 

forget how dangerous it can be. 

The number one hazard of gasoline 

is fire or explosion. Liquid gasoline 

does not burn but vapors do. Any 

ignition source (cigarette, match, 

hot exhaust pipe or spark) can 

ignite vapors. When vapors ignite, 

one gallon of gas can explode with 

the same force as 14 sticks of 

dynamite.  

I read articles on the Motorcycle 

Safety Foundation looking for 

information that would interest 

each of you. I am not a mechanic 

or an “expert rider” but  I do try to 

notice things that affect our group. 

I cannot count the times we have 

ridden with the group and stopped 

for gas: Everyone pulls up to the 

pumps and each executes their own 

process filling the motorcycle tank. 

We have talked about safety in 

many areas but never this particular 

area. I bet you are wondering what 

this is all about… 

Picture yourself for a minute at the 

gas pump…do you get off the bike, 

straddle the bike to hold it up, fill it 

with it on the kickstand, put it on 

the center stand…How are you 

supposed to do this? Did anyone 

ever teach you the correct way to 

pump gas or is it just instinct?  

What do you do?  

Some simple steps should be 

followed: 

¶ Turn off your motor (key off 

not stop switch) 

¶ Take off your helmet  

¶ Get OFF your motorcycle 

expands when it warms up. If 

your tank is not sealed, it could 

leak. 

Just a side note: if gasoline gets on 

your clothing, drench it with water 

and take it off. Walking could 

cause static electricity and ignite 

fumes. Allow the clothes to dry 

outside; do not put them into the 

washer/dryer.  If you can smell 

gasoline, there is enough to ignite. 

I try to research information that 

could be valuable and accurate to 

our group. James Davis is a writer 

for MSF and his articles have given 

me many good ideas for 

information for you. Thank you to 

Mr. Davis for guiding me in the 

right direction. 

 

¶ Take off your gloves  

¶ Fill the tank, but not to the top 

These sound like silly things to be 

done but the reasons for these steps 

are simple.  

¶ The gasoline may spill while 

bringing the nozzle to the tank 

or as a result of overflow. If 

gas touches the hot engines or 

exhaust pipes, it could start a 

fire.  

¶ If your helmet is on, you may 

not recognize a flame has 

occurred.  

¶ If your cord is connected, you 

may not be able to get away 

quickly enough.  

¶ Your gloves could create static 

electricity which could spark a 

flame if the conditions were 

right (Caused by low humidity 

like in the desert). 

¶ Filling the tank to the top, one 

must remember that gasoline

District Directors Review  
 
With the California Convention just 

5 weeks away, I thought it would be 

good to share some excerpts from 

the GWRRA Leadership Training 

òHow to have FUN at a Rallyó. The 

following is provided t o help you gain 

a better understanding of how to 

maximize your òFUNó while 

attending a rally or other GWRRA 

event.  

     The main reason we all attend 

rallies is to have Fun and enjoy 

ourselves.  Whatõs fun for you might 

not necessarily be fun for someone 

else.  You need to focus on òYOUó 

and what makes you happy.  You 

make or break your own good time.  

Rally planners do their best to focus 

on Fun and enjoyment when planning 

events for the rally.  They try to 

take òeveryoneõsó wants and desires 

into consideration and then try to 

come up with a òmixó of 

activities/events, which will appeal 

to everyone.   

     Each rally should be a òuniqueó 

experience. Most of us attend do so 

to spend time with friends, and to 

make new ones. We also go to try 

something new. 

     One of the best ways to ensure 

your going to have a good time is to 

know what to expect at the Rally or 

Convention. Be sure to take some 

time in advance of the event to 

understand what is being offered. 

The more you kno w about an event, 

the better you can plan your day. 

Things to consider are the Facility, 

Banquets/Meals, Seminars, Bike 

Show, Light Parade, Rides & Poker 

Runs, Lodging, and Opening & Closing 

Ceremonies.  

     Details about the California 

Convention in Mammoth can be found 

     Plan your route and mode of transportation to take advantage of 

scenic views and to best avoid traffic congestion. When you finally 

arrive at the Rally and pick up your registration package, be sure to 

check out the Ra lly Schedule to Check Rally Schedule and note 

seminars/events you want to attend so you donõt miss anything. DO 

YOUR OWN Thing (Divide and Conquer ð Hubby goes to the chrome 

vendor, Wife to the jewelry vendor.  Make a time to meet later). Try to 

maintain y our normal daily routine as much as possible at the rally (i.e. 

wake up and bed times). Weõre all creatures of habit and our days can 

start off on a good note or a bad note.  

    Surround yourself with òUPó people, the kind of people that have fun 

no matte r where they are. They are the ones that are always smiling, get 

the most hugs, and always seem to be the ones that win all the grand 

prizes.  

     In summary, always remember that each Rally is a unique experience. 

Plan early, then to go out and have some  fun. Ask yourself, are you the 

one that makes FUN happen?

¶ Take a Gallon of Understanding  

¶ Mix in a Quart of Planning/Pre -Planning  

¶ Stir in 3 Cups of a Positive Attitude

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Reflections:

Driving across the desert alone this past month has given me lots of time to reflect on my life and the changes that have 

occurred. Just looking over the past 6 years, all of my children have finished growing and establishing families. I may have 

been the slow starter in my family, but I have the largest blessings to count: Twelve of the most diverse grandchildren that 

God could have given to me.

If your cooker only has 2 settings, cook on High for 2 to 3 hours and finish on 

Low for the remaining 2 to 3 hours.  Goes well with rice.  
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ISSUE STATEMENT: 

Highway safety organizations throughout the United States, public and private, place less emphasis n motorcycle safety 

when compared with other modes of transportation.  

 

WHERE WE ARE: 

Little attention is paid at any level to the impact overall traffic safety has on motorcycle safety. 

¶ The emphasis on motorcycle safety is placed on helmet uisage and laws. 

¶ Funding for other motorcycle safety issues is very limited. 

¶ Highway safety publications and publc education campaigns rarely focus on motorcycle safety issues. 

 

WHERE WE WANT TO BE: 

Greater emphasis on motorcycle safety by United States highway safety organizations can advance motorcycle safety 

efforts in a number of key ways. 

¶ Funding for motorcycle safety programs should be increased. 

¶ Motorcycle safety programs should be more widely publicized and promoted. 

 

HOW TO GET THERE: 

To give motorcycle safety efforts a new legitimacy and urgency, key leaders in the traffic safety community must be well 

informed about pertinent issues to help those involved in promoting motorcycle safety receive greater support. 

 

Key leaders in the traffic safety community and t he motorcycle community can champion motorcycle safety efforts by 

working with the appropriate highway safety decision-makers. These efforts should lead to a comprehensive application 

to promote motorcycle safety that can be applied nationwide. 

 

Develop cooperative arrangements between motorcycle safety advocates and the media to increase publicity 

surrounding the issue of motorcycle safety and increase public awareness of driversô responsibility to detect and avoid 

motorcycles.  

 

RECOMMENDATIONS: 

¶ Traffic safety organizations outside of the motorcycling community can better influence motorcycle safety 

issues by becoming more educated about motorcycle safety issues and adopt them where applicable. 

¶ Increase funding for motorcycle safety programs by elevating their importance to state highway safety offices. 

¶ Representatives of the motorcycle safety community should be integrated into the larger highway safety 

community to improve cooperative efforts.
