In Asola, Italy, Aplinestar designs and develops
protective riding gear for racing motorcyclists.

This is of interestto  me because eventually, what
works on the race track will find its way to the

street and all riders will benefit. At Alpinestar, they
test materials in a lab that looks like it came out of

a James Bond movie. They use a high tech
approach to failure analysi s to make sure their
riding gear works. They use machines to bend, pull
and stretch suit material to the breaking point.

They can put 130 impact sensors in riding gear
and, with a date logging platform device that fits

in the back of the riding suit, they can log 20,000
bits of information every second. All this

information is fed by telemetry to a computer for
analysis.
